Guidance notes for completing the blue notice

The following notes are for your information only and should not be displayed. 

1. Please insert in the heading the type of application you are making, for example a ‘Premises Licence’
2. The date at the top of the notice must be the day your application is submitted to Melton Borough Council Licensing Section. This will determine the commencement date of the 28 day consultation period and so needs to be accurate. 
3. Applicant’s name and premises address:  This will be the same as on page 1 of your application form.
4. Proposed Licensable Activities:  Where you have applied for multiple categories of entertainment you may abbreviate this to ‘Regulated Entertainment’. Late Night Refreshment and Supply of Alcohol must be listed as separate activities though.
5. Proposed days and hours: You need to briefly summarise your application hours here. You can again use the term ‘Regulated Entertainment’ if the hours are repeated.
6. Once complete, the notice needs to be printed on blue paper no smaller than A4 and placed at the premises where it abuts the highway and may be seen by passers-by. This notice must be placed for 28 continuous days as soon as your application is submitted to Melton Borough Council. 

For large premises further notices may be required at 50 metre intervals around the perimeter.  Please refer to the Licensing Section at Melton Borough Council if you are unsure.
7. A copy of the blue notice must also be placed in a local newspaper once within the first 10 days of your submitting the application to Melton Borough Council.
