Housing Associations

Housing Associations are non-profit making organisations that provide homes for rent and some properties are available for ‘shared ownership’.  Shared Ownership is where you can part rent and part buy with an option to buy a higher percentage at a later date.

You can apply to go on the waiting list for a Housing Association home at the same time as you register for a Council home or you can contact Housing Associations direct.

They are partly financed by government grants, which are used to build new homes or modernise older homes.
