1. Apologies for absence

1.1 - Apologies were received from Joanna Burrows, Ronan Browne (RB), Cllr. Margaret Moore, Lucie Keeley, Peter Roffey.
2. Minutes of the last meeting

2.1 – Accepted as a true and accurate record.
3. Matters Arising

3.1 – 3.1 – SS said there is no update regarding the footpath next to the Multi Use Games Area (MUGA), at the moment there is no money for a footpath. AF said this is on hold but we will keep it on the agenda.
3.2 – 3.2 – SS said he emailed a location map for the notice board to Simon Brooks (SB), SS said this is on going with him and SB.
3.3 – 3.3 – SS explained he and RB have contacted Building Control and they have informed the contractor on the Burmese Cat development site to ensure the roads around the site are cleared up of the mud and dirt from the delivery lorries. MB said there has been a clean but it was not great.
3.4 – 6.4 – SS said the quote for a net to go on the MUGA has been received, again because of money and the maintenance of the net it is on hold.
4. Treasurer Position Update
4.1 – AF said the account has been opened at the Melton Mowbray Building Society.
5. Police Beat Officer Update
5.1 – PCCP said there have only been a few crimes reported since the last meeting. PCCP will report 2 months crime stats at the next meeting.
6. Melton Net Presentation
6.1 – CP ran through the Melton Net website he has created which is for the benefit of the community. CP ran through the web pages and explained which each page does. The Shout4Residents committee were impressed with the website and would like to help take it forward. It was agreed to hold a committee meeting with CP to see what help is required.
7. Warwick Area Update
7.1 – A discussion took place about the Burmese Cat development site lorries driving down Barker Crescent as they do not know the exact location for the site. It was suggested a long time ago that a sign should be placed on Hartopp Road just off Dalby Road directing the lorries to the site. It was agreed it is too late for the sign to go up now as the site is due for completion in December, however residents said lessons learned from this development should be remembered for future development sites. SS to discuss with Building Control.
7.2 – The Tudor Road and Queensway Garage sites were discussed as they were not sold at a recent auction. AF said the council will possibly hold onto the land until the summer and try to sell again. There was a discussion about the community buying the land and using for a community project such as a ‘Byker Grove’ kind of facility. AF said this can be added to the next agenda for discussion.

7.3 – An issue was raised regarding young people running to get balls which have been kicked over the MUGA and running out onto Dalby Road. Residents have witnessed this on a few occasions and feel it will not be long until someone is hurt. A picket fence would make the young people think twice and slow them down. SS to look into.
7.4 – Dog fouling on the Hartopp Road play area was discussed. SS said fencing will be considered when the play area is complete. Melton Borough Councils (MBC) dog warden has retired and his position is not being replaced. Residents are asked to report any incidents of dog fouling. A discussion took place about installing a dummy camera overlooking the park stating the park is under surveillance.
8. VAM Update
8.1 – AH gave an update of the work VAM are doing.

1. Apologies for absence

1.1 - Apologies were received from Eliza Chanin, Joanna Burrows, Ronan Browne, Gerald Royston, PC Chris Perry, Simon Brooks and Cllr. Margaret Moore.

2. Minutes of the last meeting

2.1 – Accepted as a true and accurate record.
3. Matters Arising

3.1 – 3.1 – MB asked if there was an update regarding the footpath which the Multi Use Games Area (MUGA) cut across. SS said Ronan advise him money is very tight and asked if grounds maintenance could help with a footpath. SS to liaise with CM.
3.2 – 3.2 – SS said he has located a plan of the site for the notice board to go, next step is to get a drawing showing the size of the required notice board and then put an application into planning. SS to liaise with Simon Brooks regarding the notice board.
3.3 – It was mentioned the fork lift trucks from the Burmese Cat Building site are leaving mud on the road. Ronan to discuss with the site manager to ensure the road is left clean for other road users.

3.4 – 6.1 – Motion sensors were discussed to be installed on the MUGA lights, AF said this can be added to the association’s wish list. Duncan Shelley asked if the proposed zip wire would interfere with the grass football pitch on Hartopp Road. It was stated the zip wire would not and the football pitch could be increased in size if required.
4. Treasurer Position Update

4.1 – AF said there has been no change to the bank account since the last meeting, the balance is still £999.73 in the account and £78.21 in cash.

5. Police Beat Officer Update

5.1 – RE read out the crime report for the last 30 days in the Warwick Ward. There were 4 Anti Social Behaviour (ASB) incidents, 1 theft from motor vehicle, 1 burglary, 1 theft of cycle, 4 damage to motor vehicle, 4 damage other and 1 public order. RE said crime is down on the previous month.

5.2 – It was asked if the police have anything in place for bonfire night. RE said there are extra weekend patrols of PCSO’s and Police Officers covering every beat in Melton. A discussion took place about the Town Estate holding a firework display next year. 

6. Warwick Area Update

6.1 – AF said as the previous meeting was only a few weeks ago, things are the same in the ward. AF asked if any residents have anything they would like to discuss about the Warwick Ward. 

6.2 – A discussion took place regarding lorries using Queensway and Norfolk Drive to cut through to Leicester whilst the bridge on Leicester Road is closed for work during the night. It was agreed with limited police resources it is very hard to catch these lorries. It was agreed this is annoying for residents but difficult to combat.

6.3 – It was mentioned there is a gang of youths causing ASB in the area. RE said PC Chris Perry is trying to stomp down on these gangs. There will be a new beat officer in the area next week.

6.4 – It was asked why there is an age restriction on the youth club. It was explained when the youth club was open for all ages the older children took over. Also there is a lack of volunteers to run two youth clubs at the moment. It was also stated the Impact Team are not working in the area anymore. SS to look into.
6.5 – SS said a quote has been received for a net to cover the MUGA, which will hopefully prevent balls being kicked over the MUGA fences and damaging cars in the car park. SS did say this could mean litter will collect on the top of the net and also people may climb up and walk on the net.
6.6 – AF asked MM what activities are being put on for the youths in the area. MM explained a initiative is looking to be set up, similar to one from Fairmead, where local youths put something back into the community whether it be painting fences or something similar. An idea from Duncan Shelley would be to get the youths to clear the land where the proposed BMX track would go. AF said she would be keen to start this asap.
7. Update from VAM

7.1 – AH introduced herself and gave an update of the work VAM are doing.

· The BMX track is ongoing. A bid for funding for the BMX track has been submitted but we have no indication as to whether it will be successful, obtaining funding currently is extremely difficult. We will know the outcome before the next meeting.
7.2 – AH asked who is responsible for the maintenance of the stake park as the surface is becoming too slippery. CM said it is her team, they have the material ready to go but is weather permitting. It was mentioned people travel a long distance to use the stake park including from Derbyshire.

7.3 – AH said the Halloween party was a success and raised £175 for a day trip out to Bay Tree Nurseries for the residents of South Melton. AH thanked everyone for their help. A discussion took place regarding the day trip and the logistics of the transport and entrance fee. The proposed date is Saturday 11th December. AH said only 4 people from the Warwick Ward attended the Halloween party, the other 56 people were from outside the area. AF said the barrier of using the centre needs to be broken.

8. Social Event 
8.1 – AF said unfortunately the Barn Dance group cannot be booked so have decided to go ahead with a Christmas party on Friday 3rd December. Currently there is a cabaret act, now looking for a band. SS said he will print tickets. It was suggested to see if the local chip shop will supply the food.

8.2 – AF said she would like to arrange a day trip next year, some people cant afford a holiday so a day trip out at a cheaper rate would be welcomed. 

8.3 – NS suggested Neil Everley put a dog show on next summer.

9. Any Other Business

9.1 – LK gave out hard copies of the Budget Spending consultation which is on the Melton Borough Council website. The consultation is until the end of December so people  have plenty of time to have their say.

9.2 – KB introduced the idea of a community website for Melton Mowbray. He introduced his friend Chris Platts whose idea this was and who has set the website up. Chris explained the idea of the community net, where businesses can advertise and community groups can use to advertise events etc. It’s due to launch on 1st December 2010. All the profit made from the community net is given back to the community to spend on the community. It was agreed for Chris to come to the next meeting and give a brief demonstration. MM said it will be good to spread the word to other residents groups. SS to arrange.
9.3 – SS asked people to turn their agendas over as he has put the Community Safety resident’s budget on the other side. SS said there are few options for residents to choose and also an other section for residents ideas of what a Community Budget could be used for. SS asked for people to fill out and hand back to him before they leave. Results of resident’s feedback as below:

Before the meeting started Steve Carter (SC) raised some concerns he has received from users of the Edge. SC said footballs are being kicked over the sides of the Multi Use Games Area (MUGA) and hitting the cars. Most of the balls are hitting windscreens of cars but one has smashed a wing mirror. SC asked where people stand if their cars are damaged by the footballs. SS said he was not sure of MBC’s procedure but he can find out. There were also concerns raised about people hanging outside the Edge on motorbikes, which scares people off from visiting the centre.

SS asked people to turn to the back of their agendas as there is information about a Community Safety Fund, through the Safer Melton Partnership, where residents can decide what the fund should be spent on. SS read through some suggestions and asked residents to either complete the attached post it note with ideas and hand back to him or contact him on the telephone number he provided. 

1. Apologies for absence

2. Minutes of the last meeting

2.1 – Accepted as a true and accurate record.
3. Matters Arising

3.1 – 6.4 – MB asked if there was an update regarding the footpath where the MUGA has been located, SS said this is still with Ronan Browne. MB said if he was provided with 3 tonnes of hardcore he could lay the footpath.

3.2 – 8.2 – MB asked the latest on the notice boards. SS said planning permission is required for the signs at a cost of £95. Drawings are required of the planned location of the sign and also the size of the signs. SS to locate a drawing for the location of the sign.
MB mentioned the fire assembly point needs to be moved as it is too close to the bins.

4. Treasurer Position Update

4.1 – SB gave an update of the current finances for the residents association, £999.73 in the bank account and £78.21 in cash. SB also explained the procedure for closing the HSBC bank account and opening a new account at the Melton Mowbray Building Society is underway. 

4.2 – The below motion gives authorisation to close the HSBC bank account and open an account in the Melton Mowbray Building Society.

5. Police Beat Officer Update

5.1 – CP started by providing the crime stats in the last 38 days since the previous meeting. The stats to cover the Warwick Ward were 5 Anti Social Behaviour (ASB), 3 assaults (domestic violence), 2 criminal damage, 4 damage to motor vehicle, 1 theft of cycle, 1 burglary other, 5 domestic incidents and 1 theft from motor vehicle.   

5.2 – CP stated there has been an increase in theft from motor vehicles in Melton, 15 in last month. All of these cars were unlocked. CP urged residents to ensure they keep their cars locked.

5.3 – MB asked what action the police take in regards to people on push bikes in the dark without lights. CP said it is down to the discretion of the individual officer.

5.4 – SB asked if there is an update regarding issues with the Burmese Cat building site. CP said he and Ronan Browne did speak with the contractor about ensuring the site was secure out of hours. CP asked SS to make a note for CP and Ronan Browne to visit the contractor again. It was explained Hartopp Road and Blakeney Crescent are now police way markers. SS to contact Ronan Browne. 

5.5 – Residents asked how the police officer is who was injured in an incident. CP said the injuries are life changing but fortunately not life threatening.

6. Warwick Area Update

6.1 – It was asked why the flood lights are not going off until after 10pm at night sometimes. SS explained the timer settings were not set correctly but have now been set up to come on at 6pm and go off at 9.30pm which provides a 30 minutes cool down period before 10pm, which is the time when people have been asked not to play on the MUGA. 

6.2 – SS said the Hartopp Road play equipment should be complete by the middle of next week. It was asked where the money had come from for all the equipment. AF and SS explained the money came from the contractors building the homes on the old Burmese Cat site. It was asked if fences would be installed to stop dogs gaining access to the park area. SB said he believes these will be added once the play area is finished. A discussion took place about the dog fouling in the area. Residents were encouraged to report any dog fouling to MBC. SS to inform Victoria Clarke in Environmental Services there is an issue in the area.
6.3 – The youth club at the Edge started on Tuesday 12th October 2010 for 9 to 13 year olds. AH said only 3 turned up but it was agreed once word spread this would increase. 

7. Update from VAM

7.1 – AH introduced herself and gave an update of the work VAM are doing.

9. Any Other Business

9.1 – AF said she is going to put a bid into Ragdale Hall to fund a day trip for local residents. It was suggested contacting Ragdale Hall to see if they will donate a prize for a raffle prize at the barn dance.

9.2 – It was asked when the entrance to The Edge will be widened as per the plans. SS said he is not sure when it is going ahead but knows it is in the plans. It was agreed to pick up on matters arising during the next meeting.

9.3 – A discussion took place about parents parking on the corner of Hartopp Road whilst dropping their children off at Swallowdale School. CP said this is an issue at every school in Melton, he explained if cars are causing an obstruction then to call the police. AF said a note can go in the next newsletter to parents asking them to park safely. 

9.4 – GR said there are some free tea towels at the front advertising the big switch off and asked residents to help themselves.

10. Date and Time of next meeting

10.1 – Thursday 4th November 2010, 6.30pm in The Edge Community Centre, Dalby Road.

After the meeting SS asked if anyone had any post it notes to hand in with ideas of how a Community Safety budget through the Melton Safer Partnership could be spent. One post it note received stating activities being put on for 11 to 18 year olds as they need support.

1.1 - Apologies were received from Eliza Chanin, Peter Roffey, Joanna Burrows and Lucie Keeley.

2. Minutes of the last meeting

2.1 – CP was noted in the apologies for the previous minutes but he was at the meeting.

2.3 – 5.3 – The man who has the Premier off licence is not from Craven Street, he is from Bargain Booze, Grange Drive.

2.4 – Accepted as a true and accurate record.
3. Matters Arising

3.1 – 6.5 – RB explained the garages which were reported to be open were boarded up the next day and will be repaired shortly.

4. Treasurer Position Update

4.1 – SS said Peter Roffey has stated he would like to step down as Treasurer as he cant often attend the meetings. SS explained SB has been nominated to take over the position as Treasurer and if there are no other nominations for the position, if SB accepts, he will become the new Treasurer. No other nominations, SB accepted the position.

4.2 – MM asked if the bank account had been transferred over to Melton Building Society yet, SS said no but it can be now that SB is in position. 
5. Police Beat Officer Update

5.1 – CP started by providing the crime stats in the last 31 days in Warwick. There were 15 crimes reported – 1 Burglary Dwelling Other, 2 ASB (20% drop form July), 2 Assaults, 2 Theft of Cycles and 4 Domestic incidents. CP said if residents do have sheds/garages then please ensure bikes are locked away securely to reduce theft of bikes.

5.2 – CP explained the police and VAM have been working with young people in the area who have caused ASB. The young people have been working in the community including working at the lunch club. They will then receive a reward for their work in the community and not causing ASB. This weekend they are going camping.

5.3 – MB asked if the police can go into the schools and educate children about how to ride their bikes the correct way and also not to leave their bikes in the middle of the path causing obstructions. CP said if he sees this happening he does have a word with the children. CP also mentioned they all go through their cycle proficiency at school. It was stated by a resident there is more of an impact if the police go into the schools. CP said he does visit the schools and will continue to do so. CP also encouraged residents to report incidents with mini mopeds. One was caught recently in the area.

5.4 – MM asked what the law is for mobility scooters being on the roads as she knows of one which rides along in the middle of the road. RE said they should generally not be on the road. CP said he will keep an eye out for it.
6. Warwick Area Update

6.1 – Multi Use Games Area (MUGA) – RB explained since the last meeting the young people have been spoken to and CP continues to work with them. RB said they were told they are spoiling it for themselves as they are disrupting the local residents. Apart from one or two blips it has generally been a lot quieter. There have been some improvements made to the MUGA and grounds maintenance have said they will provide a path. There will be some signs put on the MUGAs with a set of rules stating how the MUGA should be used. 

6.2 – Hartopp Road Play Area – RB stated 2/3 of the equipment is in place now. There have been some issues with older children hanging around the play equipment but SB has been out to have a word with them. There was a meeting before the Shout4Residents meeting to discuss applying for funding for further equipment on Hartopp Road green.

6.3 – The youth club at the Edge will start again at the end of September once a leader has been found to run it. There are plenty of volunteers ready to help. The youth club will work positively with the young people setting tasks and rewards. 

6.4 – It was asked if the footpath where the MUGA has gone will be reformed as lots of people use the footpath. RB said he is looking into costing for the footpath.

6.5 – It was mentioned by residents that things have quietened down since the last meeting apart from a few hiccups. CP said hiccups will happen it is the police’s and MBC job to manage. 

6.6 – It was asked whether the van reported to be selling drugs has been searched. CP said he cant say too much but the vehicle was searched but nothing was found. However that vehicle is on the radar so will be stopped and searched in the future.

7. Update from VAM

7.1 – AH introduced herself and gave an update of the work VAM are doing. AH also said if anyone would like help setting up a club in the area then please contact her.

Introductions were made by AF, SS, KB and CMM. AF then introduced Lucy and Dale from the Impact Team who are working in the area with the local young people. Lucy explained they are working in areas where Antisocial Behaviour (ASB) caused by young people is high. Lucy said the Impact Team have been working in South Melton for over a year engaging with young people encouraging them to respect the area they live in, consider local residents and use bins provided for litter. The Impact Team are now working with the young people teaching them to respect the Multi Use Games Area (MUGA) and the local residents and to use the facilities responsibly. Lucy said they engage with the young people through football and are also looking for new positive activities to engage them. 

A question was asked about the time the Impact Team work to as the issues occur when they have finished their work. Dale explained they work 6pm to 10pm 3 times a week. AF thanked Lucy and Dale and told the residents that the current issues with the MUGA will be dealt with as part of the meeting agenda.

1. Apologies for absence

1.1 - Apologies were received from Lis Horton, PC Chris Perry, Eliza Chanin, Peter Roffey, Maurice Bell, Dean Lounds, Simon Brooks and Joanna Burrows.

2. Minutes of the last meeting

2.1 – CMM said her apologies had not been noted for the previous meeting.

2.2 – Accepted as a true and accurate record.

3. Matters Arising

3.1 – 31 - AF said she did write to the Health and Safety Executive following the previous meeting and is waiting for a response.

3.2 – 3.2 – SS said he has instructed the No Ball Games signs to be removed as requested by residents.

4. Treasurer Update

4.1 – SS said there is no change to the account, the balance is £1000.94.

4.2 – SS said Peter Roffey has stated he would like to step down as Treasurer as he can often not attend the meetings. SS said a replacement has been asked whether they would take on the position.
5. Police Beat Officer Update

5.1 – CP reported 19 crimes in the last 30 days on Warwick, 4 ASB, 2 Burglary Dwelling, 1 Burglary Other, 6 Damage to Motor Vehicle, 2 Criminal Damage and the rest were domestic incidents. CP said there has been a high spate of damaged to motor vehicles including scratches to cars, CP advised residents to call the police. CP also advised people to ensure they close their windows when they leave the house or inform residents if they go away on holiday which will reduce the chance of burglaries.

5.2 – CP explained there is an initiative running over the next 5 weeks where 12 youths in the South Melton area who have caused ASB will be giving something back to the community whether it be working at the lunch club or manual labour. If after the 5 weeks they have stayed out of trouble and helped in the community they will be rewarded.

5.3 – A discussion took place regarding a new Off Licence next to the chip shop. Residents are concerned it will be another cheap place where underage people will be able to get alcohol from. CP said he believes it will not be a Bargain Booze but a premier Off Licence. CP said there will be CCTV in the premises to check underage people are not being sold alcohol. CMM said CCTV being in the premises would be part of the licence. AF said there has always been the 2 Off Licences in the area and explained a licence was granted to the new shop opening as it’s based on the potential owners test purchase history rather than for the building, as the previous owner had failed. It was explained the new Off Licence is owned by the same man who has the Off Licence on Craven Street who has a clear test purchase history.

5.4 – It was asked what constitutes a Beat Officer? CP said the duties of a Police Beat Officer includes a bit of everything including managing the beat, the staff on the beat, walking the beat and solving problems and dealing with crimes.
6. Tackling the MUGA Issues

6.1 – AF handed over to RB to give an update on the MUGA issues. AF asked residents to give RB the chance to explain about the MUGA before questions are asked.

6.2 – RB explained the MUGA is 1 of 4 in Melton which was funded by a lottery grant, and is also the one with the worse behaviour including, vandalism of the electrical box, urinating inside the MUGA and close to residents homes, drinking alcohol, bad language and loud noise in the early hours. RB said this is not acceptable behaviour and something needs to be done. RB introduced MM who explained the current plan to tackle the issues.

6.3 – MM said a high profile meeting took place with Council Officers and the police to devise a plan to encourage people to use the MUGA appropriately and respectfully. MM said he has been discussing how other councils dealt with similar issues. 

6.4 – Residents began to start asking questions and making statements as below; AF said the issues can’t all be dealt with tonight but residents have come to the right place to air their views as there are Council Officers, the police and Councillors present.

· What happened to the dispersal of 3 teenagers or more notices which were on the lampposts? CP said this stopped 2 years ago and was meant for the Valley Road shops area. RB said it covered the Dorian ward between 2005 and 2007. MM said one option to tackle the issues is engagement.

· There is a blue Astra van which pulls up to the car park next to the MUGA and is believed the driver is selling drugs as the young people swarm around it.

· Once the supervision of the MUGA ends the young people start the noise and the drinking.

· Why was the MUGA not installed on Hartopp Road? CMM said they fought hard for the MUGA to be put on the land outside the centre rather than housing, local residents signed a petition to not have housing built on the land. 

· Residents thought the MUGA was going to be locked so it could be booked and managed properly? RB said to gain the funding the MUGA has to be open play so cannot be locked.

· Residents said the younger children play on the MUGA until tea time then they are kicked and bullied off by the older children. 

· Police are slow to respond. CP said the police will respond but the response time depends on other incident calls throughout Melton. CP explained the only way to catch the offenders is by phoning the police.

· Who’s going to be responsible if someone is injured or killed by running onto Dalby Road chasing a ball? RB said everyone needs to take responsibility for their own actions. In relation to minors then parents should be responsible. RB said if he finds out who the parents of a 5 year old boy who was reported roaming the streets in the early hours he will report to Social Services.

· Can a committee be set up responsible for putting on activities for young people? AF said this is covered later on in the agenda.

· RB said there has been £2.5 million worth of cuts so currently are drastically under funded.

· The footpath which was a short cut between Hartopp Road to Dalby Road has been removed due to the MUGA. RB said this was never a designated footpath. RB went onto say the work has not completely finished as the entrance to the centre is still due to be widened.

· How long will it be until the current issues of the MUGA are addressed? RB said young people causing ASB will be dealt with, the Impact Team have been tasked to work in the area, the consequences of their actions will be explained which could result in the MUGA being shut, rules of use for the MUGA will be displayed stating to respect residents and finish play by 10pm, their parents will be visited to inform them of their children’s actions and CCTV will be installed to face the MUGA. 

· A resident said you need to get the young people on your side and work with them

6.5 – A resident said a few of the Brownlow Crescent garage doors are open, he has reported twice but nothing has been done. RB said he would investigate and put an order through to board them up.

6.6 – AF said she has enjoyed seeing so many new faces tonight and hopes to see them again. AF said residents can report issues to local Councillors and keep reporting to the police as it will flag up more resources are needed in the area. 
7. Hartopp Road Play Equipment

7.1 – RB gave an update of the new play equipment on Hartopp Road. RB said the contractor is 9 days behind schedule. All the equipment will be installed early next week with the exception of the climbing pyramid as it is held up in France. RB apologised for the delay in the equipment being installed and explained there was confusion with the contractor. RB said more play equipment can be purchased through funding.

7.2 – It was commented there is a gap of 12 year olds plus who miss out and anything to do. AF said it has been very hard to recruit volunteers to help out at the Youth Clubs. RB said VAM have a robust list of volunteers to work with now. It was suggested local residents attend the Youth Clubs to introduce themselves to the local young people to try and help with the issues.

8.1- LK introduced herself and explained what is going on during the Pride in Warwick week.

11.1 – The Community Centre management team are now charging for all community groups to use the centres in Melton due to funding cuts.

Presentation & DVD by Kam Chauhan and Jit Singh of the Impact team.

MB asked whether due to government cuts this would affect the work of the impact team.  KC explained there would potentially be a reduction in hours that the staff would be working from 12 to 8 hours.  

Jit Singh talked about the local work the Impact team has been doing in South Melton.  A football project including issue based workshops has been very successful with up to 37 young people taking part.  They do street based work with young people including signposting them to local services and activities.  A significant reduction of ASB has been seen since they have started working in the area.  

Large reductions in ASB have also been seen in the Fairmead estate where they have been working for two years and have now stopped working in this area.  Sustainable exit strategies are put in place when the work of the Impact team stops.  

Most recently the Impact team has started to do work with vulnerable victims also.

1. Apologies for absence

1.1 - Apologies were received from Ronan Browne, Lis Horton, PC Chris Perry, Eliza Chanin, Sam Spencer, Peter Roffey & Claire Matchett.

2. Minutes of the last meeting

2.1 – Accepted as a true and accurate record.

3. Matters Arising

3.1 – It was noted that there was no update from points 5.2 and 5.3 from the previous meeting relating to a site meeting with the contractors.  Concerns were raised over the security fencing and blocks which are sticking out into the road and could be a real hazard.  The concerns need to be raised to the HSE.  AF to write an e-mail with concerns to the HSE.  Ronan Browne and Highways to be informed.  PC Roger Eshelby to look at site after the meeting and raise concerns to PC Chris Perry and Ed Marsh.
3.2 – It was also noted that there was no update for 10.1 about ball games.  To raise at the next meeting with CM/SS.
4. Treasurer Update

4.1 – No update. The account is most likely to be the same as was reported at the last meeting.
5. Police Beat Officer Update

5.1 - PC Roger Eshelby passed on apologies from PC Chris Perry for not being able to attend.  The crime stats were given, 17 of which were on the Warwick ward.  1 was a theft through an open back door.  RE reminded residents to take care and lock doors and windows and not create these opportunities for thieves.  There had been damage to vehicles along Queensway on Friday night, however there were no witnesses.  

5.2 - AF mentioned that a bike had been stolen from her garden but it was not reported as it was retrieved.  Again AF reminded residents that things left in gardens are not always safe.  

5.3 - SB asked why the waymarker had been removed from the Burmese Cat site when this is still a hotspot for ASB now it is a building site.  Residents asked why the waymarker had been moved to Barker Crescent and why it couldn’t still include the Burmese Cat/ building site also.  AF mentioned that a waymarker could be re-introduced if people are reporting incidents.  Only by reporting incidents can an area be flagged up as a hot spot. 

5.4 – Residents reported problems with phoning the Leicester 2’s number, having to wait 10 minutes for the call to be answered.  Residents were questioning why they can’t phone a local number or what other number they can call.  RE replied that the central number ensures that all calls are monitored and given an incident number which then has to be dealt with.  

5.5 – It was agreed that the issue of the building site should be raised at all possible avenues including the Impact team, ASB officer, MASCP, PC Perry and on the Soft Intelligence Hub. 
6. Play Equipment and MUGA Update

6.1- The opening of the MUGA will be during the Pride week.  MB asked whether there will be a footpath from the MUGA to the community centre.  To raise with RB
6.2 – The tender is currently out for the play equipment but RB has promised to have swings and a slide in place for the summer holidays.  
7. Update from VAM

7.1 – AH mentioned that they had raised £75 from the car boot/table top sale on the Saturday which will pay for some neighbourhood watch signs.  

7.2 – A men’s work out session will be starting on Wednesday 7th July at the Edge from 5:30 – 6:30pm.  It will cost £2 and include military fitness, boxercise, martial arts, kick boxing and kung fu.

7.3 - The fitness class is continuing every Monday 

7.4- Fitness in the park is every Wednesday 

7.5 – VAM has received £2,840 from the PAYP funding for activities for young people in the local area.  This money will fund a studio for a local band for 6 weeks, finishing with a showcase of their work during Pride week.  There will be 4 fashion sessions at KE7 and a showcase also during Pride week.  A survival week also needs to be finalised. 

7.6 – VAM are currently doing a baseline questionnaire of how people feel in the local area now, and will repeat this is a years time.  They will be going door to door and request that people show their support for this questionnaire. 
8. Pride in Warwick Week

8.1- LK talked about the Pride in Warwick week which will be from the 9th – 14th August.  The focus of the week is about clearing up the area and noting any environmental areas for action, recycling and community spirit.  

8.2 – The week starts with a visual audit on the Monday at 10am.  All issues noted on this walk of the estate will be actioned by a named individual within a service.  Agencies involved include Melton Borough Council, Leicestershire highways, the Police and hopefully the parking wardens.  All residents welcome.

8.3 – A free roadside collection of any bulky items will occur on the Wednesday (11th) and Thursday (12th August).  

8.4 – A well family drop in clinic will be on the Wednesday 11th August at the Edge 2-5pm with information on stopping smoking, blood pressure, weight, cholesterol, diabetes and much more. 

8.5- Lots of other activities including family tennis coaching, the opening of the Multi Use Games Area, football matches and a youth club will occur during the week.  The week ends with a community fun day on Saturday 14th August from 12-4pm.  A climbing wall, free BBQ, face painting, family relay and information will be available.  It was agreed that the event would be best placed on the land around the Edge & MUGA allowing access to the community centre and facilities.  

8.6 – The Pride activities will be for streets listed on the flyer, if your house gets one then you are included.  The area covered is not the whole of the Warwick ward but the priority neighbourhood area.  SB asked what area the Warwick ward covers.  NS said he could get a map.
9. Activities/ Fund Raising Sub Group

9.1- Volunteers are needed to set up a fund raising sub group.  JB agreed to support the group.  Volunteers included Dean, Simon, Kevin Box.  Alice may be interested in being involved.  

10. Any Other Business

10.1- JB updated the group on the bid for the BMX track on Dalby Road (behind Princess Drive).  The bid includes clearing the site but it would also depend on planning permission.  The bid has not yet been submitted and would be going into the Lottery.  

10.2 – It was asked who would be funding the clearing up of rubbish on the site (scrap metal etc.) JB to speak to Ronan. 
10.3 – AH has been looking at possible trips e.g. a trip to Twinlakes.  KB mentioned that he has a bus for trips out and now has seat belts and public liability insurance.  LK to look into what checks & insurances are needed for bus trips. 
10.4 – All residents to come to the next meeting with ideas as to where they would like to go on a trip out. 
10.5 – NS thanked VAM and the Police for their fundraising event which will fund 5 Neighbourhood Watch signs.  

10.6 – NS mentioned that cars are parking at the bottom of Barker Crescent on the path causing an obstruction for buggies and wheelchairs.  RE noted that the Police can be called if they are causing an obstruction.  

10.7 – NS mentioned that large construction vehicles have been going along Barker Crescent close to cars and this might have caused more people to park on the path.  A concern was raised over the vehicles and risk to cars also.  

10.8 – The contractors have removed a footpath and residents would like to know whether this is an offence or part of their agreement with planning. SS to check with planning.
10.9 – The roads on Brownlow are being eroded by the heavy construction traffic.  This needs to be reported to highways (0116 305 0001).
10.10 – A member of the lunch club had reported that the seat is broken in the bus shelter outside the Edge.  To report to highways.

1. Apologies for absence

2. Minutes of the last meeting

2.1 – 4.3 – MB said the wording needs changing as SS had noted down what he had said incorrectly. MB had said he hoped the play equipment would not create a hang out.

2.2 – 5.2 – NS said he did not mention the signatures on the bank account would need to change when Margaret Moore becomes Mayor. SS said NS had mentioned this.

2.3 – Accepted as a true and accurate record.

3. Matters Arising

3.1 – There were no matters arising

4. Treasurer Update

4.1 – PR asked SS if he knew where £150 had come from which has been credited to the bank account, SS said he does not know, PR to speak with the bank.

4.2 – PR said there is no change to the bank account, there is £999.73 in the bank and £1.21 in cash. 

4.3 – PR went onto say the bank account at HSBC will be closed and a new one opened at the Melton Mowbray Building Society.

5. Police Beat Officer Update

5.1 – PCSO Ed Marsh introduced himself to the residents and asked if they had any questions. Concerns were raised about the building site on Hartopp Road. Residents have noticed a decrease in police presence and asked if this is a police way marker still. EM said this site is no longer a way marker, it has been moved to Barker Crescent. EM said if residents report issues of anti social behaviour at the building site on Hartopp Road then the way marker could return. Residents said they often see young people climbing over the security fences onto the building site. EM and AF said to continue to report to the police as it acts as an evidence log so the police can put more resources in the area. 

5.2 - SS explained Ronan Browne (RB) and PC Chris Perry (CP) were due to meet the contractor on site to discuss the security but the contractor did not turn up, SS explained RB is trying to rearrange the meeting. SB asked what authority does the council have over the contractor if he continues not to turn up to arranged meetings. PR said it is in the contractors interest to turn up to the meeting to prevent young people hurting themselves in the site as this could potentially lead to legal action against the contractor. SS to check the condition of contract and good practise.
5.3 – An issue was raised about the access of the contractor vehicles, residents reported the vehicles damaging the kerbs around the building site. SB asked if a camera could be placed to record the vehicles, AF said to use this as a last resort. PR to find out planning conditions with Leicestershire Highways in relation to access to site.

5.4 – EM ran through the crime statistics for the last 30 days in Warwick. 4 thefts, no burglary dwellings reported but 1 unreported, 5 criminal damage, 3 damage to motor vehicles, 1 theft from motor vehicle, 1 theft from stores and 3 ASB crime reports.

7.4 – SS asked for nominations for the Secretary, AF proposed MM, DS seconded. No other nominations for Secretary, MM accepted.

7.5 – SS explained PR has agreed to remain as a silent Treasurer for the time being.

7.6 – SS said there are 8 places available to be members of the committee. RB explained what is involved as a committee member and how the committee will scrutinise the council to improve the South Melton area. 6 people put themselves forward for the committee, these were NS, DS, SB, KK, LK and MB.

7.7 – The new committee consists of;

8. Constitution

8.1 – SS explained the only changes to the constitution are the name change to Shout4Residents and the wording to cover all residents in South Melton.

8.2 – The committee and all residents accepted the changes. 

9. Dog Fouling and Licensing Issues

9.1 – AF took over the meeting and thanked MM again for all her hard work as Chair. AF said she is excited about the future of the area due to the interest of the residents.

9.2 – VC explained that there have been very few reports of dog fouling in the area and she cannot act if residents do not report dog fouling, VC has to justify putting resources in an area. TT introduced himself as the dog warden and explained he is the only dog warden for the whole borough, which means he has limited time. TT said he needs residents to be the ears and eyes to the area for reporting dog fouling. TT said he can serve notices on the dog owners but he requires lots of information including detailed description of the dog owner. 

9.3 - MM asked if signs to prevent dog fouling can be put up in the area, SB asked if residents can be trained to serve notices. VC said this can be arranged. VC said a lot of the dog fouling happens outside of 9am to 5pm Monday to Friday so is hard for Council Officers to witness incidents.

9.4 – MB asked how to report dog fouling to the council. VC said residents can fill out witness statement cards, call the council or email VC or TT. VC also said they will help residents complete witness statement cards. TT said if residents would like to pass the details onto him he will serve notices. It was asked if photographic evidence will hep, VC said it is difficult for legal reasons.

9.5 – NE said he keeps 3 dogs and said the dog owners need to be taught how to be responsible. TT said a course can be arranged for local dog owners. LH suggested putting free dog waste bags at The Edge for dog owners to collect.
10. Youth Activities and Fundraising

10.1 – AH explained Anna Oultram, Eliza Chanin and herself had been doing a lot of work with local teenagers and applying for funding, unfortunately they were unsuccessful with a bid for a BMX track. AH also explained they are working with young people to get them off the street and occupied with cooking, graffiti and adventure training.
11. Police Beat Update

11.1 – CP ran through the crime statistics in the Warwick Ward over the last 30 days. There was 1 burglary dwelling, 2 burglaries other dwelling, 1 theft of motor vehicle and 3 assaults.

11.2 – CP said the police are now dealing with reports of ASB as an incident which will be given a crime number. The incremental approach to deal with ASB will still be used. There were 3 reports of ASB in the last 30 days.

11.3 – KK said he reported 4 young people setting of a fire extinguisher at the Burmese Cat site on Hartopp Road, the police who attended the incident did not speak with the young people they just walked into the chip shop. CP said he would not expect this from his team so he will follow up. SB asked if the Burmese Cat site is still a police way marker. CP said it is still a way marker, there have been fewer reports in that area over the last 3 months, the way markers are reviewed every 3 months so it may not remain a way marker, depending on the level of reports received by the police.

11.4 – SB asked why Bargain Booze has been granted a licence to sell alcohol even though the premises has a history of failing test purchases. VC said there is a new owner of the premises and he cannot be punished due to the history of the premises when he has a clean history record. VC explained the Magistrates Court are not involved in the process anymore, the licence is granted to an individual not the premises. CP asked residents to report all incidents to the police and VC said there will more than likely be test purchases carried out in Bargain Booze because of the premises history of failing past test purchases.

11.5 – SS asked the residents if they would like the Youth Offending Team to attend the next meeting to speak with the residents about how they work with young people to reduce ASB. The residents all agreed.
12. South Melton Play Equipment Update

12.1 – AF took the opportunity to welcome DL and KB as new Vice Chairs for Shout4Residents.

12.2 – RB spoke to the residents about the old play equipment outside of the Burmese Cat being removed. RB said the developers were granted a licence for the extra land next to the development to store a compound which meant they would remove the play equipment. The equipment was moved earlier than RB had planned so was unable to notice the residents in the area, RB said the removal of the play equipment will have a positive outcome as MBC are working with residents to develop a new play area in the area. RB said he had met with residents and emailed ideas for play equipment. It has been agreed to move the Hartopp Road football pitch 90 degrees to provide space for the new equipment. RB said plans will be drawn up with the local children’s input. RB arranged to meet the residents next Thursday 6th May, 6.30pm in The Edge, to progress the plans forward. DL said the plan is to start off with basics such as swings and slides and then later on develop the play equipment. SB said Hartopp Road is a safer place for the play equipment to be located. AF said it is an exciting idea, perhaps the area can be landscaped with trees and mounds of land.

12.3 – NE said he was told the play equipment was going to be based outside of the Community Centre, he has concerns housing will be built on the land there instead. RB said there is a lack of recreational facilities in the area, Councillors fought hard to prevent that land being used for housing. 

12.4 – A resident asked how to keep older young people off the play equipment. AF said involvement from local young people making decisions about the play equipment will mean they will look after the equipment. DS said it is a good idea to get the young people involved.

13. Shout4Residents Meeting Dates 2010/2011

13.1 – SS asked the residents the best day and time to meet for future meetings as it has been suggested to meet on Wednesday evenings. It was agreed Shout4Residents meetings will be held the 1st Thursday of the month at 6.30pm.
14. Any Other Business
14.1 – VC said if residents would like to be trained to give fixed penalty notices then please discuss at the next meeting and let her know.

14.2 – KB asked about the security of the Burmese Cat site, RB said he would meet with the contractor and include CP.

14.3 – DS said good luck to MM for her time as Mayor.

14.4 – AH ran through the current activities which are going on. Monday night aerobics class is very popular and hoping to start one at The Cove, Fitness in the Park starts at Play Close park on 26.5.10 until August, the Friday lunch club is also very popular and self sufficient including recent trips out and a car boot sale is being held on 26.6.10 at The Edge to raise money for Neighbourhood Watch signs where children are doing a car wash.

14.5 – NS said he has had reports of children playing football in the street and hitting cars with their footballs. AF suggested bringing to the next meeting as an agenda item.

14.6 – SB suggested setting up a Facebook page so people can join and give people notice about future meetings. SS said there is a Facebook site which needs updating.  
15. Date and Time of the next AGM
15.1 - Thursday 21st April 2011, 6.30pm, The Edge Community Centre

ATOM sent their apologies, they will attend the next meeting to present outward bound activities for young people.

JS introduced himself as the Chair of the Tenants Forum Executive Committee and explained he will be the stand in Chair for the meeting tonight in the absence of the Chair and Vice Chair. JS reminded the attendees that should they like to discuss issues then they are not to mention individual residents names. 

1. Apologies for absence

1.1 - Apologies were received from Margaret Moore, Alison Freer, Peter Roffey, Ronan Browne, Anita Hennells, Duncan Shelley.

2. Minutes of the last meeting

2.1 – NS said his name was not in the minutes as attending the last meeting. SS apologised.

2.2 - These were accepted as a true record.

3. Matters Arising

3.1 – There were no matters arising

JS took the opportunity to introduce SS, LH and CP.

4. Funding Opportunities

4.1 – AO and EC introduced themselves and explained they have been working with Anita Hennells from VAM and Dave Noseley a youth worker, discussing with local young people in the area what they would like to see in the area. AO explained they put a bid into the Youth Bank for a BMX track on the grassed area off Hartopp Road but were unfortunately unsuccessful. AO and EC explained that doesn’t mean it’s the end of applying for funding and looking into activities for young people, other activities the young people are interested in include cooking, outdoor pursuits and gym membership. JB said there are lots of different places to apply for funding and invited AD to come to VAM and log onto the computer which contains funding information. AD said she is keen to help in the community. AO and EC asked the residents what they thought about a BMX track, it was agreed a BMX track is a good idea. EM asked what the BMX track would be made out of as he has concerns about the noise levels for local residents. EM also asked if the residents would be consulted. AO said the material has not be decided as yet, those details would be decided further down the line but would ideally be similar to the Fairmead BMX track made from natural soil. SS said the residents in the local area of the BMX track would be consulted.

4.2 – KB said he is discussing funding opportunities with Duncan Shelley, perhaps a treasure hunt in the area. EC said every type of resident fund raising would help future bids for funding.

4.3 – MB said he is concerned if a play area is installed on the land outside of the Community Centre as it will create a hang out place for older youths to make noise and drink alcohol. SS said if issues arise then the police will be available to assist with Anti Social Behaviour (ASB).

5. Treasurers Update

5.1 – SS said because of the new name Shout4Residents the plan is to change the bank account from HSBC to Melton Mowbray Building Society. SS explained there needs to be a resolution for the change to continue. MB accepted the notion, KB seconded the notion and all were in favour to close the HSBC bank account and open a new account at the Melton Mowbray Building Society. 

5.2 – NS said the signatures will have to be changed once Margaret Moore steps down as Chair due to her Mayor duties, SS said the new committee would take over the signatures. 
6. Police Beat Officer Update

6.1 – CP ran through the crime statistics for the Warwick Ward over the last month. There were 13 crimes on the Warwick ward in the last 31 days. No burglaries or robberies and just 1 theft from motor vehicle. There were a couple of assaults and thefts and the rest were miscellaneous, such as domestic incidents.
6.2 – CP went onto explain the Warwick Ward has been picked for a pilot scheme to improve the confidence in the police. The pilot scheme will include the Local Policing Units (LPU) working with residents including, increased police in the area, diversionary tactics, funding and work within The Edge Community Centre. CP asked for residents to come forward with any ideas.

6.3 – CP informed the residents that the children of Fairmead and South Melton have been playing football together.

6.4 – JBR said it’s no good putting all the effort into one area, the problems should be tackled on a larger scale. CP said you have to start somewhere. All of the good points which come out of the pilot scheme will be rolled out on a larger scale. CP said if we can find out where we are going wrong then we can action the issues. JBR said the issues started when the bobbies were taken off the beat.

6.5 – AD said she is keen to help with fund raising by any means possible. CP said it would be good to set up a youth forum.

6.6 – KB asked about the security on the Burmese Cat building site as the fence panels have already been damaged. CP said the building contractor or site warden is responsible for the fence panels but if there is any ASB then report this to the police.
JS informed the residents that SP is available after the meeting to discuss any issues

7. No Cold Calling Zone

7.1 – EC said she can help the residents set up a no cold calling zone on their street, the criteria is for the elderly, vulnerable and if there are victims of distraction burglary on the street. Once the street becomes a no cold calling zone then it goes onto a list so companies who use cold calling methods know not to operate in the area. EC will petition the rest of the residents on the street to ensure they are happy becoming a no cold calling zone. Following 28 days the residents will receive an information pack. Residents are informed that companies may slip through the net still but the no cold calling zone creates some confidence.

7.2 – JBR said this would be a good initiative for all areas, EC agreed but said there is the criteria to be considered. EC said she has set 4 no cold calling zones up this week. EC asked residents to contact her either on the Leicestershire Constabulary telephone number or visit her at the LPU.

7.3 – JB said this information would be good to go in the Shout! newsletter. JB asked how does the no cold calling zone fit in with the political times and canvassing. EC was not quite sure but it was generally thought canvassing would be ok.

8. Shout Newsletter

8.1 – SS explained unfortunately the newsletter will not be ready for Easter but will hopefully be ready shortly after. SS asked EC to email him the no cold calling zone details to put in the newsletter.
9. Youth Club

9.1 – JB informed the residents about the youth club starting back up at The Edge. The youth club begins on Tuesday 30th March 2010 between 6.30pm to 8.30pm for 10 to 14 year olds. Residents expressed concerns for the age groups which will miss out on a youth club. JB said at the moment there are not enough volunteers to put on youths clubs for all different age ranges but once more volunteers are recruited then youth clubs for other age ranges will be set up. JBR suggested consulting with the parents of the area to help.

9.2 – LK said there is a ‘Girls Zone’ group running for 4 weeks at The Edge starting on 1st April for girls aged between 13 and 19 to attend and discuss any issues. The final week will end with a street dance session.
10. Shout4Residents Logo

10.1 – SS showed two examples of a new resident logo to incorporate the new Shout4Residents name. The residents liked the yellow and blue logo but suggested the 4 be changed to blue as the yellow cannot be read clearly. All residents were in favour. 
11. Any Other Business

11.1 – NS said he has been working with EC regarding the £120 it will cost to put the Neighbourhood Watch signs up in the area. NS said a car boot sale will be arranged to fund the cost.

11.2 – JBR asked about the trees running alongside the back gardens of Meynell Close, it was reported the suckers are coming through. This has been reported before. SS said unfortunately Claire Matchett is not here who was looking into the issue. GR said he will follow up.

11.3 – MB said an Environmental Audit was carried out last week in South Melton and the area was at a good level of cleanliness, there were a few issues which have been picked up and dealt with. LH explained the council work with Councillors, police, VAM and residents on a regular basis to ensure the area remains to a good environmental standard. 

11.4 – JB said the new lunch club at The Edge on Friday lunchtime is going well. They have trips planned to Wymondham Windmill and Downtown. JB also said the aerobics on Monday evening at The Edge is very popular.

11.5 – It was asked whether the new MUGA would be locked at night as the concern is people will use it during ASB times, SS said the MUGA will not be locked as this may encourage vandalism and also it would have to be managed. CP said all ASB issues should be reported to the police. JBR said he has concerns for the ball being kicked over the MUGA fences and onto Dalby Road, which may cause an accident. SS said if this is an issue then it can be addressed at a later time.

11.6 – Residents expressed concerns that housing will be built on the land outside of the Community Centre. MB said this will not happen, SS said he has not heard that this is happening. JS said there are no plans at the moment but that doesn’t mean developers will not put in bids or plans in the future.
12. Date and Time of next meeting

12.1 – Thursday 6th May 2010, 6.30pm in The Edge Community Centre, Dalby Road

JS thanked everyone for attending and stated again that SP is available after the meeting to discuss any issues.

1. Apologies for absence

1.1 - Apologies were received from Peter Roffey, Alison Freer, Ronan Browne, Anita Hennels, Joanna Burrows, Eliza Chanin

2. Minutes of the last meeting

2.1 - These were accepted as a true record

3. Matters Arising

3.1 – DS said the police are visiting problem areas in South Melton at the wrong times. MM asked DS to discuss under CP agenda item.

4. Treasurer’s Account Update

4.1 - MM stated that she believes there has been no change on the bank account since the last meeting.

5. Police Beat Officer Update

5.1 – CP introduced himself as the local beat officer and ran through last months crime figures for South Melton. There were 2 burglaries in South Melton but none in the Warwick Ward, 1 burglary other, no theft from/of motor vehicles and 1 report of criminal damage. CP said they are low crime figures, MM stated perhaps the snow has played a part, CP said it tends not to.

5.2 – CP urged residents to report ASB to the police if they witness it, the police can only respond to ASB when they know about the incidents. The police cannot respond to issues and increase resources to a certain area unless they are aware of ASB. CP went onto say if the offence is happening at the time then call 999, if it is youths being loud then call 0116 2222222. MM said the trouble appears to be concentrated in certain areas including, Tudor Hill garages and the Burmese Cat site. CP said he has concerns for the Burmese Cat area when it becomes a building site and is trying to clamp down on proxy buying of alcohol, where adults buy alcoholic drinks for underage people.

5.3 – MB asked whether the new Police Inspector will be coming to introduce himself to the residents. CP said the new Inspector, John Gray, is attending different meetings and events throughout Melton introducing himself and he will be coming to a South Melton Residents Association meeting.

5.4 – CP discussed aggressive door to door sales people with the residents as there have been a few reports made. KB said a sales person put their foot in the front door of an elderly resident so the resident could not shut the door. CP said he would ask Eliza Chanin to come to the next meeting to discuss with residents in more detail. CP went onto say as a group the residents can request to be put on a national database as a no visit zone for cold callers. CP mentioned that Neighbourhood Watch schemes pay for their own signs, NS said PC Spike Yeoman had said the police have the money for the signs, DS commented community funding could cover the costs. CP said residents on Grange Drive have taken action and have been added to the national no cold calling zone database. NS mentioned the company with the door to door sales people could be called Indigo. CP told the residents if anyone has any concerns or issues and would like to talk with him he is holding a Beat Surgery on Thursday 25th February at 6pm in The Edge.

5.5 – NS asked about the young people hanging around the Queensway bus shelters. CP said the bus shelters cannot be removed. The bus shelters were made as police way markers, which means when the police have a quiet period they will locate themselves in the police car at the markers. CP did say hanging around at a bus shelter is not a criminal offence but is intimidating for people using the bus stop. CP mentioned the way marker on Queensway has been removed as there were no incidents at the bus shelters. DS said the police were visiting the bus shelters at the wrong times and was told there was an issue with overtime as to why the police cannot be at the bus shelters during the busiest times. CP stated it wouldn’t be an overtime issue but perhaps staffing levels during peak times. 

5.6 – LS and JS mentioned PC Spike Yeoman had done a questionnaire with the residents and they had mentioned the car park off Swallowdale Road cutting through to Swift Close. Car drivers use it as a cut through and drive over the kerb a fair bit. SS to find out if LCC or MBC.
6. Multi Use Games Area (MUGA)

6.1 – SS explained the planning permission has been submitted for the MUGA and MM believes it will go to committee at the end of February. SS showed the residents the exact location of the planned MUGA and also the developments of the entrance to the Community Centre, making it easier to enter. LS and JS raised concerns about the current land used as a car park which will be removed. Parents dropping their children off at Swallowdale School use the car park and the residents feel parents will start to use already congested roads as parking which is dangerous. Residents believe there should be a parking facility near to the MUGA, especially if football teams are started up using the MUGA. Residents said they are in favour of the MUGA but do not want housing developed on the land, MM stated she fought to stop building plans for the land.

6.2 – JS and LS said when they saw the old Community Centre Hut being demolished they contacted the Council numerous times to find out whether an asbestos survey had been carried out. They called the Planning Department but they did not know the answer. Eventually JS and LS called the Health and Safety Executive who confirmed a survey had been completed. JS and LS were not very impressed that the Council could not provide an answer. CM stated the query should have been directed to Property Services at MBC however the Planning Department may not have known this.

6.3 – It was asked whether the MUGA would have CCTV, MM said the CCTV at the Community Centre will be used on the MUGA. DS said Swallowdale School can use the MUGA.
7. Funding/Hartopp Road Play Area/Events for Young People

7.1 – SS explained the Hartopp Road play area is going to be removed with the Burmese Cat development. Residents were in favour of this. SS discussed funding opportunities with the residents via Awards 4 All. Residents were in favour of applying for a new play area on the land next to the MUGA as it will be in a more prominent location so hopefully will not get vandalised. KM suggested a BMX or rollerblading track could be applied for, however it was agreed perhaps the area of land was not suitable for this.

7.2 – SS went onto talk to the residents about a survey which Eliza Chanin, Anita Hennels and youth worker Dave had completed with South Melton pupils at King Edward in years 10 and 11. The results showed young people like to play football and would like to go on days out including go karting and paint balling. Funding can be sourced to arrange these events and the young people said they would be happy to help with funding. LS asked if the survey can be carried out with the South Melton pupils at Longfield High School. KM said she would feedback to Anita Hennels.

7.3 – It was suggested to inform the parents of the Swallowdale School children about the loss of the car park where the MUGA will be installed.
8. Shout Newsletter

8.1 – DS said he is managing the Shout newsletter and asked what residents would like to see in the newsletter. CS stated she has not received a copy of previous newsletters. DS explained they go out in the Swallowdale school bags and are placed in local shops for people to collect. It is hard to communicate with all residents in South Melton as it’s a big area and cannot afford to post out to all properties. DS said once the notice boards are installed outside of the centre it will be easier for residents to see what is going on at the resident association meetings and the centre. LS suggested advertising at Hamilton Tennis Club is a good idea. MM wanted to advertise the bingo which has started up again and would also like the quiz night to start again. MM went onto say the residents have a fantastic community centre they can make use of.

8.2 – MM went onto talk to the residents about holding a Community Award evening where people of the local community, perhaps young people, are nominated by other residents of South Melton if they have achieved or excelled in something. SS went onto discuss the idea of groups of Councillors, Council Officers, Police and VAM visiting residents, after being advertised, to take the meetings to residents front doors. This would give people the chance to speak with members of the association rather than attend a meeting. SS said perhaps if there was some door knocking this is when nominations for a Community Award evening could be taken.

8.3 – DS said he is happy to advertise local businesses in the newsletter.

8.4 – LS said she would be happy to organise a car boot sale in the summer.

8.5 – CP gave the example of how RAGE was formed, by a group of residents getting together to tackle one family who caused many issues in the area. The group is very strong now working in partnership with MBC, Councillors and the Police.

8.6 – DS said VAM have done a lot of work in the area. LS offered her services once a month for work with children with special needs. 

8.7 – MM said they hope to start the youth clubs up again, ideally there will be 2 to split the older and younger children up. The residents said it is the minority which cause issues for the majority. CP explained there were 4 children in South Melton who, because they were messing around, caused the football games to be cancelled. The other children were annoyed by this and told the minority of trouble makers they were not happy the football had been cancelled because of them.

8.8 – KM introduced the Communities Together grant, from LCC and Leicestershire Together, which provides money for different community groups working together including the young working with the old. KM and LS thought this could be used in conjunction with Mencap, LS said she would speak with Mencap about using the Community Centre. KM suggested vInvolved could be asked to come and speak with the residents about how they could help. 
9. South Melton Residents Association Name Change

9.1 – SS discussed with the residents the idea of changing the name of the residents association to something a bit catchier. SS and DS mentioned Councillor Alison Freer had suggested using the newsletter name Shout as the new resident’s association name. After a brief discussion it was agreed to change the name to Shout4Residents. All were in favour.
10. Ideas for Resident Engagement

10.1 – This was discussed under agenda item 8.

11. Any Other Business

11.1 – KM informed residents that Anita Hennels has arranged for an aerobics class to run on Monday evenings, 7.30pm to 8.30pm, at a cost of £2 per person.

11.2 – LS asked if the Melton Times have been used to advertise events and meetings. DS said it has been used to advertise events but costs to advertise meetings. LS suggested also advertising in shops in town such as Morrisons. NS suggested using the radio, MM said perhaps contacting BBC Radio Leicester.

11.3 – MB asked CM how many grass cuts are they going to be doing this year. CM said she cannot answer for sure, usually aim for between 12 and 16. 

11.4 – JS said the cars travelling into Melton, up the hill to the little roundabout at the entrance to Swallowdale Road, drive too fast.
