Land Adjacent To Moat Farm, Middle Lane, Nether Broughton, LE14 3HD

New two storey dwelling and change of use of partfdot from a farm yard to a
domestic garden for new dwelling.

This application seeks planning permission forehection of a new dwelling on land to the side
of Moat Farm. The dwelling is to be located withive Village Envelope of Nether Broughton.
The area currently forms part of the garden arekldat Farm Cottage and the farm yard area
which contains silos which are to be removed. &leme residential properties to the south and
west of the site and the farm house and farm mgklto the north and east.

Members may recall that this application was deférfrom the last Committee in order to
undertake a site visit.

Planning Policies:-

Change of use of Land: In order to accommodate a dwelling on this site|the
existing farm silos and buildings are to be remoyed
as they are no longer required. This area is dadm
to be utilised as garden area for the future o@sy
and will be denoted by a new close boarded fenge to
the height of 1800mm. It is not intended to inceegs

the village envelope and the garden area will 8l
contained wholly within the village boundary and it
will be in line with the existing rear gardens twet
southeast. It is considered that the change off use
will be acceptable in this location and will notvieq
an impact upon open countryside beyond due tg the
farming practices taking place to the rear of e g

Conclusion

The application site lies within the village enygtoand thus benefits from a presumption in favdur o
development under policies OS1 and BE1. The prapdsgelopment has been designed to have a limited
impact on adjoining properties, and is considerguable of reflecting the character and appearahtteeo
surrounding area. Although it would represent tee introduction of a building on land currently dder
farming activities, views into the site would bepraved as the dwelling would screen the agricultura
buildings to the rear. The dwelling as proposedoisconsidered to support the boroughs housingsas

an open market dwelling however it has been dedigpecifically for the future needs of a family rmam
who is working on the farm and required to staydwealin the area. However, the proposal would résult
the creation of a substandard access on to Midalte lwhich lacks adequate visibility splays. Acdaogty

the proposal is considered to be detrimental thway safety and is recommended for refusal on these
grounds.

RECOMMENDATION:- Refuse for the following reason:-

1. In the opinion of the Local Planning Authorityet proposed development would, if approved,
result in the intensification in use of a substaddzccess on to Middle Lane. This access lacks
adequate visibility splays and therefore vehiclesihg out of the access could create additional
dangers for highway users to the detriment of highveafety. The proposal is therefore
considered to be contrary to OS1 and BEL1 of the@t@doMelton Local Plan.

2. In the opinion of the local planning authorityetproposed type of house does not address the
imbalance of stock type and size of dwellings reeflito reflect the housing needs of the area. The
Housing Stock Analysis conducted in 2006 clearlyndestrates that there is a surplus of larger
private market homes and a significant lack of senaized properties within Melton Borough
and the rural west of the Borough. Accordingly pineposal fails to contribute to a sustainable and
balanced housing market and is therefore consideréeé contrary to PPS3 and the Melton LDF
Core Strategy (Preferred Options).The large exeeutetached home proposed in this application
cannot be supported as it would exacerbate themuimbalance of larger housing stock in the
local housing market contrary to the aims of PPS3.
